Act (Public Law 111-148; 124 Stat. 119) or of the Health
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Care and Education Reconciliation Act of 2010 (Public
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Law 111-152; 124 Stat. 1029), including any amendment

made by such Acts, is unconstitutional or is invalid or un-
enforceable on any geround, including that certain provi-
sions of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act
are not severable from section 5000A of the Internal Rev-
enue Code of 1986, as added by section 1501 of the Pa-
tient Protection and Affordable Care Act (Public Law
111-148; 124 Stat. 242).
